Mediation shall be concluded within sixty (60) days of the entry of this Order, and the
Mediator shall report the results, if any, to the Fiduciary Supervisor.

3. Pending Mediation, the heirs and personal representative shall not dispose or
damage any property of this Estate, in any manner whatsoever.

4. If requested,the Fiduciary Supervisor shall deliver certified copies of this

Order, and a true copy of the Fiduciary Supervisor's file to the selected Mediator.
